Country Star Mark Wills Visits Local 2nd Grade Class 
  Before a Special Performance for WIOV’s Children’s Miracle Network “Thanks for Giving” Concert at Low Places- November 14

Lancaster, PA – On November 14th, country star Mark Wills will make a special appearance to a 2nd grade class at St. Leo’s Elementary before his acoustic performance at WIOV’s kick-off Children’s Miracle Network drive “Thanks for the Giving” concert located at Low Places at 7pm that evening. 


Wills is an avid supporter and a spokesperson for Children’s Miracle Network, which raises millions every year for 165 children’s hospitals in the U.S. and Canada.  He was invited by local radio station, WIOV, to participate and perform in their upcoming “Thanks for Giving” concert on November 14 to benefit Children's Miracle Network.  While planning the event, Wills found out second grade teacher Marcie McCarthy of St. Leo’s Elementary School has been using his hit song “Don’t Laugh at Me” in her every day teaching routine. McCarthy uses the song to help the students with sensitivity towards bullying.  The class recites the song daily and the lyrics are posted on the wall of her classroom. Wills, touched by this story, asked if he could stop by and visit the children of McCarthy’s second grade class.


The powerful lyrics, Don't laugh at me / Don't call me names / Don't get your pleasure from my pain / In God's eyes we're all the same / Someday we'll all have perfect wings /Don't laugh at me /, are used to instruct the children about being conscious of the treatment of others and not to be bullies.


Wills will be making a visit and performing “Don’t Laugh at Me” for the 2nd grade class on November 14 at 2 pm. The elementary school is located at 2427 Marietta Ave in Lancaster, PA. After the school visit, Wills will stop by WIOV to promote the evening’s charity drive performance held at Low Places at 7pm.
